… DePauw continues to lead Division III in 

third-down conversion (63.9%), is fourth in

… Matt Labus was named the NCAC Of-
fensive Player of the Week after connecting 
on 17-of-22 passes for 303 yards with five 
touchdowns and no interceptions in the win 
over Wooster. He also led DePauw with 50 
rushing yards in 11 tries … Labus amassed 
428 total yards at Hiram (51 rushing, 377 
passing) which marked the second-best single-
game performance in school history behind 
Jason Lee’s 462 against Hope on the same 
date in 2000 … Labus was just the second 
DePauw player to throw at least five TD passes 
in back-to-back games with Tony de Nicola 
the other in 1985.

OLD GOLD DAY
	 Old Gold Day originated in 1907 and 
was designed to put a formal stop to scrap-
ping between freshmen and sophomores in 
the fall. Originally, the day began with an 
organized scrap between the freshmen and 
sophomores in the morning, a football game 
in the afternoon and some sort of dramatic 
performance in the afternoon. Only later did 
it become primarily a homecoming day.
	 This marks the 110th year there’s been 
a football game on Old Gold Day. DePauw 
teams have posted a 70-36-3 record for a 
.656 winning percentage. The Tigers have 
won the last three Old Gold Day games and 
31 of the last 36.
